AFRICAN ADINKRA “BATIK”

PROJECT DIRECTIONS 2010
MATERIALS: Adinkra patterns from notebook, 9x12 construction paper, crayons, ruler, white chalk if necessary, black tempera paint diluted, 11x14 mounting cardboard. 

1.  Select an Adinkra pattern from your notebook.  Be sure you know what the meaning of your design is.  With pencil or white chalk, lightly sketch the design onto the 9x12 paper.  Make the design large – limit negative space and fill the paper.  When done, lightly draw a ½” border along each edge.  
2. African art is very geometric.  Fill in the background between the adinkra design and the border with a pattern of lines and shapes.  Perhaps they will look like scarification marks.  Some suggestions are shown below.


3.  Using construction paper crayons, color in the adinkra symbol with ONE color.  Color firmly and solid.  Color between all lines of your design, leaving a narrow space of empty paper right along the line.  Color the background pattern with 4-5 colors, again leaving the line itself uncolored.  It is important to leave these spaces for the black “dye” to fill in.  Use bright colors and crayon solid on the paper.  Leave the border around the edge blank with no crayon coloring. This will be black at the end.

4.  Get a section of newspaper.  Place your crayon adinkra color side up on the newspaper.  Go to designated painting area (listen to directions for this!) and carefully sponge-brush black paint over the entire top of the picture.  

5.  Immediately go to the sink and rinse the black paint off.  DO NOT OVER RINSE!  You want some black to remain, but you want the crayon to show through.  The batik effect is for black to “stain” parts of the crayon.  Lay mask down on the newspapers to dry.  Place on drying rack.  

6.  Next day:  Mount picture on a piece of 11 x 14 cardboard – found leaning against the wall behind the paper cutter.  Pick a color that matches the color you used for the adinkra symbol.  Sign your project with a white colored pencil in the black border edge of the batik.  Staple 6 times according to the Basic Mounting Directions. 

7.  Complete a grading sheet, answering all questions, and place both on the oversize in-box.
