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Email Memo:  To all company artists – We will be releasing a new line of our products next month along a “Modern Art” theme, highlighting the work of Pablo Picasso, Andy Warhol, Salvador Dali, Piet Mondrian, or Jackson Pollock.  Please prepare a 9x12 drawing of ONE of our current products featuring ONE of these artists.  Drawing must be in full color and signed.  Our executive panel will select the winning design for each product for manufacture.  Patterns for each product are available for your use.  Good luck.  PS.  Failure to complete this assignment could result in termination with the company.
