Everything in his life was reasoned or calculated.  He was a compulsive neurotic and could never bear to see anything disordered or untidy.  He seemed to suffer acutely, for instance, if a table had not been laid with perfect symmetry. (Hannah Hoch on Mondrian) 
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When Pieter Cornelius Mondriaan graduated from college, he went to work as an ___________________________________. Painting was his hobby. As his painting skills matured he changed his name, moved to Paris, and began painting like no one had ever painted before.
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While Mondrian began painting _____________________, he is best known for his hard-edge or “Neo Plastic” Compositions.  Many of his compositions use only vertical and horizontal lines at perfect 90 degree angles and only primary colors with some grays and blacks.
