POLLOCK NAME ACTION PAINTING

STEP BY STEP DIRECTIONS

MATERIALS:  1 piece 18x24” cream tagboard.  Maximum of 4 colors of diluted paint (white and blck will not count as part of the 4), brushes, straws, sticks, droppers, items from home, & newspaper to cover desks.  

1.  Think about what emotions you are going to try to express and how you would use lines and colors to do this.  (EG. Curves lines are calm and happy; the color red is angry, emotional.)

2.  Before you can begin the project, your desk must be covered with newspaper.  When finished, teacher will give you tagboard. 
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3.  When choosing colors, think about their relationships – you will be asked to explain these later.  Remember colors do mix (ie two complimentary colors will make brown!).  This needs to be understood so you don’t end up with a brown picture by accident. 

4.  The project will begin like many of Pollock’s early works.  Put the tagboard in horizontal or landscape position.  LIGHTLY using a pencil, spell out your first or last name across the entire surface.  If you start in the center with middle letters and work out, it will help you keep the letters balanced on the paper.  Put your pencil away and freely go over the pencil lines with ONE color of paint, varying the thickness of the lines as you go.  


5.When name is complete, use one or two more colors to make connecting lines, forming shapes and a variety of patterns.  Repeat some shapes and lines throughout the project.  

6.  Color in all remaining blank spaces with your remaining one or two colors.  Let project dry. 

7.  We will be going outside to do the final step of expressive splattering, dripping, etc.  This will give the project a layered effect.  

8.  When finished, sign your name in paint (one of the chosen colors) one the bottom half.  Be creative, do not make too obvious or large, but don’t hide it either!  

9.  MATTING:  Project will be matted on black mattboard found by paper cutter.  Staple all four corners, and again twice along the long edges and once in the middle for a total of 10 staples. DO NOT MATT PROJECT UNTIL IT IS COMPLETELY DRY!!!!

10. Fill out the grading sheet (be sure to answer the questions in the blank spaces!) and place both project and grading sheet in the oversize in-box.
