Warhol, of a poor and sickly childhood, decided early in his life that a bizarre image would help sell art.  His trademark look included huge sunglasses, blond ________, black leather jackets, and 
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high heeled boots. He lived alone or with his mother in a 5 story house filled with collections, including his 400 wigs and 175 cookie jars.  


Warhol’s best known paintings and screen prints are _____________colored. Andy often showed things that were a ______________ part of everyday modern life, like supermarket products or rock stars.  The name __________ Art comes from the word “popular”. 

Warhol began his art career as a commercial artist drawing __________ for Glamour Magazine.  He was making money, but wasn’t doing an art work that would “make me famous”.  So a friend challenged him to paint something he saw every day, like…..Campbell’s Soup!    Eventually Warhol painted all 32 varieties and Pop Art caught on!  
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Warhol also did many screen prints of famous people.  Pictured 

left is Jackie Kennedy.  Marilyn Monroe is one of his most famous.
