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MAKING A WORDLE TITLE SLIDE

(OR “PRE” TITLE SLIDE!)
1. Open your powerpoint and go to Outline View.  

a. You will find an Outline Icon with the slide views at the bottom….OR

b. Click on the Outline Tab at the top of the narrow slide bar in normal view.  

2. Copy and Paste all the words from the outline.  

3. Open  WORDLE.NET

4. Paste your words into the box on Wordle.  Click Go or Create.  

5. Adjust your Wordle so the colors and arrangement are what you want.  

6. Center Wordle so it ALL shows on screen.  

7. Click Print Screen Button at top of keyboard. 

8. Return to Powerpoint and on a New Slide, right click and paste.  You will have to text wrap and crop so that JUST the wordle shows.  

9. Use this as your opening slide.  Include your name also!
