Pick one of the following topics as if you were doing a research project. You are NOT really completing a report.  Find four web sites that will provide good information for your “hypothetical” project.   Set up a Word document, put your name on it, and title it Research Citations – Act. 7  
TOPICS TO CHOOSE FROM: 
· Manning brothers and their twin Super Bowl NFL football championships in back to back years. 

· The different uses of vinegar for both cooking, cleaning, and medicine. 

· The art of the Australian Aborigine people. 

· A biography of George Lucas, creator of Star Wars movies. 

· Mythology and background for the names of the night sky constellations. 
Cite the four websites accurately using correct form:  
Author.  “Title of Webpage”.  Web Site.  Copyright Date.  Date you found the material. Website URL (copy and paste all of it)
Under each citation, select, copy, and paste a sentence or two that states a fact you could use in your research. Put this into quotes as you have taken it directly  from the web site.  Hit ENTER.  In your own words, paraphrase that fact into a sentence you could use in your hypothetical research paper.  
Example:   TOPIC – Winnie the Pooh’s new edition
Miller, Marjorie.  “A new Winnie the Pooh? Oh, bother!”.  Los Angeles Times.com.  October 8, 2009.  10-9-09.  http://www.latimes.com/news/opinion/commentary/la-oe-pooh8-2009oct08,0,7744908.story
“This is the first authorized sequel to A.A. Milne's tales of the beloved bear, and it was clearly penned with all the care a conscientious and talented author could muster. And yet, even if Benedictus got it right, with great attention to the nuances that made us love Milne's original stories from the 1920s, he got it wrong. The guileless Pooh and his pals were just fine as we left them decades ago in the enchanted forest, where "a little boy and his Bear will always be playing." 
Paraphrase:  Author Majorie Miller of the Los Angeles Times is not convinced that the Winnie the Pooh books will be improved with the new edition written by Benedictus, despite the author’s success at capturing A.A. Milne’s style.   

This would be followed by the second citation, a direct quote, and a paraphrase; third one, fourth one, etc.
