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Huichol Yarn Designs
The Huichol people of western Mexico live in an isolated area of the ____________________________ Mountains.  They believe they are a “_____________________”  to the gods.  Their artwork reflects a strong ______________________  connection to nature and community. 

MATERIALS:  5x7 mat board for backing, thick glue or paste, yarn scraps, popsicle stick. 

1.  Select one of the Mexican designs or draw your own pattern on the white side of the cardboard.  Outline with black Sharpie.

2. With pencil, write on the cardboard what colors you are going to use where.  Make sure these colors are available!  

3. Work from the inside of the design OUT.  Gather yarn scraps for whatever color is located in the center of your design.  Spread glue in this area.  

4. Carefully lay down the yarn, bending and curving and cutting where necessary.   Use the popsicle stick to press the yarn down into the glue and to push the yarn up against other strings.  The closer you pack the yarn together, the better the final product.  
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Continue to add additional colors, working toward the edges of your design.  

6. You should have at least 2-3 strands of yarn surrounding the edges of the cardboard as a frame when you finish.  

7. Fill out a grade sheet, answering the questions.  Turn in project and grade sheet to project in-box.
