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CARTOONING PROJECT #1 
LETTER/NUMBER DOODLE

MATERIALS:  Black Sharpie, Colored pencils if desired, white paper. 

1.  On a piece of scratch paper, draw one of the letters from your initials or a number from your birthdate.  Experiment with different ideas of a quick cartoon doodle you could make from this.  It does NOT have to be elaborate or complicated.  Keep it simple!  

2. Now draw your sketch on the white cardboard provided by your teacher.  Draw in pencil first LIGHTLY.  You will erase the pencil lines later. Do not work slowly at this, but with a few sure strokes, draw your sketch.  Use the whole paper, leaving about an inch of margin on each side.  

3.  Go over the pencil lines with a fat black marker (if design is very simple) or a regular Sharpie if you have a lot of lines.  


4.  Add color with markers, colored pencils, or crayon if desired.  

5.  With an ultra fine Sharpie, sign your name along an edge of the cartoon.  Your signature should be small and not the focal point of the cartoon!  But….it should be readable as …..
