MONOPRINT

Step by Step Directions 

MATERIALS:  Water-based Printing Ink; Plastic or glass panel; scratch tool; printing paper with torn edges about 5” x 7”

1.  On Scratch paper, rough sketch out an idea for a design about 4” x 6” in size.  Keep it simple.  You will be freehanding the same design on the ink plate. 

2.  On a sheet of heavy plastic or glass, squeeze a small bead of ink out.  With your finger, carefully spread the ink out on the plastic, keeping it within a 4 x 6” area.  You do not want the ink too thick. 

3.  With a stick or the end of a pencil, scratch your design into the ink.  Keep the lines fairly thick.  Be creative but keep it simple.  

4.  Lay the print paper on top of the plate.  Rub your hand evenly over the surface.  

5.  Pull up the paper.  Lay on a piece of cardboard or a paint board to dry.  Place on the drying rack. 

6.  Repeat steps 2 through 5 for an additional 3 prints.  You will make 4  monoprints total.  They do NOT all have to be the same design.  Each is a separate edition because the plate was changed each time. 

7.  When all the prints are dry, select the one that you like the best.  You will mount just this print for a grade. 

8.  MOUNTING:  Sign the print in the manner described in your notes.  Select a piece of black paper 6 x 8” found on the back table.   Glue the corners of the print to the black paper.  Now get a piece of 9 x 12 colored paper (that matches your ink) from the paper rack and staple the black paper to it, one staple per corner.  

9.  Complete a grading sheet and turn both in together to the regular in-box.
