__________Intaglio__  A basic technique in which the image to be printed is cut or scratched into a surface. 
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_____Lithography________ A basic technique in which the image to be printed is drawn on limestone with a special crayon
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_______Silk screen______ A basic technique in which the image to be printed is drawn on a screen made of silk.

_printmaking     ____:  the art of transferring an inked image from a prepared surface to another surface.

plate____________:  the surface onto which an image is placed

Brayer         _______:  a roller with a handle used to transfer the ink onto the plate or block

_Edition   _________:  a group of identical prints all made from a single plate.  

_Seriograph_______:  A screen print that has been handmade by an artist.

Registration_______:  The careful matching of plates in prints with more than one color. 

Monoprint  ________:  A  SINGLE print made in which the image to be printed is put on the plate with ink and then transferred by pressing or hand rubbing.

Reduction Print____:   A multiple color relief print made with just ONE block, where each color is gradually cut away.
