SINGLE COLOR RELIEF PRINT

Safety-Kut Block

Step by Step Directions 

1.  On clean scratch  paper trace around the outside of your block.  Keep your design within this space.  When you have a design you like, go over all the lines with pencil firmly.  Remember this will be just a one color design, so leave room for areas of shading and texturing. Mrs. R will demo this.
2.  Transfer the design to the block as shown in the movie. Try not to shift the paper too much or the pencil will smear.   Outline design in Black Sharpie.  Put name on edge of block.  

3.  Cut block, following cutting and safety guidelines.  Remember to leave texturing lines in the background and within the darker areas of the picture.  Try not to cut too deep as the occasional lines showing through are what make block prints unique. 
4.  You will make two prints minimum of your design.  (You may make more to keep on your own – MAXIMUM OF 8)  

a.  One print will be unmounted and MUST be from black ink.  This print will be centered on a sheet of 8.5 x 11” copy paper.  Put your name in the lower corner in pencil.  Next to your name indicate a color of construction paper on which you would like your print enlarged.  Let print dry on rack.  Then turn in to in-box.

b. Second print will be centered on the 6 x 9” print paper handed out to you in class.  Everyone will receive 4 pieces of print paper.   This print can be from your choice of colors.  Make all four prints, changing colors if desired, but clean your block in between colors. 
5.  Be sure to clean up your block with hot water and the scrub brush.  Also clean the print tray and roller if others aren’t currently using it.  Do not waste printing ink.  

6.  Sign 6 x 9  print with pencil as directed in notes.  How many did you make?  That will be your lower edition number.  Mount with small dabs of glue stick in the corners on a 9 x 12 sheet of construction paper – your choice of color.  Be sure it matches or coordinates with the print.  Complete grading sheet and turn in to regular in-box. 

7.  In a few days you will get the enlarged copy of your print returned to you, with the original black print.  It will be on a sheet of 11 x 17 construction paper.  Sign, title, and number the enlarged copy as directed, only this time use Ultra fine tip black Sharpie so it will show on the construction paper.  (This will be an edition of 1/1)   You can ask to use the paper cutter if you need to trim the margins so they are even.   Mount with 8 staples on black 12 x 18 construction paper.  There is a separate grading sheet for this enlarged print.  Fill it out and turn in grading sheet, original black print on white paper, &  project to the oversize in-box.
