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SURREALISM HANDS PROJECT: Salvador Dali Style

Step by Step Directions

Materials Needed:  9x12” sheet of white drawing paper, pencils, erasers, colored pencils, ultra fine Sharpies. 

1.  Begin by either tracing the hand lightly with fingers outstretched, or by simply making a contour drawing of your hand.  This should be a realistic pencil drawing with appropriate shading and shadows on the palm of the hand itself.  Do not get caught up in details of the fingers.  You may draw the hand palm up or palm down.
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Using each finger as a separate subject matter, freely continue with a fantasy drawing of each digit.  Be creative, be imaginative.  The drawings should have some relationship to each other, although many times the relationship might be a stretch.  This can be closely akin to “DOODLING” and you might try drawing bits and pieces of conversations you hear or ideas floating around in your head, pieces of dreams you have had.  
3.  Somewhere in the drawing, you need to include objects typical of Salvador Dali…..something melting?  A crutch prop?  Elephants with spindly legs?  Flames?  Ants?  A Handlebar mustache? Minimum of 2!
4.  When you have the pencil drawing the way you want it, outline all the details with the Ultra fine Sharpie.  Then color in the picture with the colored pencils, using shading to show variations in the colors and giving texture and dimension to the picture.  You may lightly color in the base part of the hand where it is black and white, or leave it totally in black and white in contrast to the “surreal” fingers. Watercolor pencils are also available for use. 
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5.  Sign Sharpie your picture with Sharpie along one edge.  Carefully cut around the general outline, leaving at least ½” of white paper on all sides.  

6.  Pick a colorful background from the 11x14 matt boards on the paper cutter  rack and glue your hand to the matting.  
7.  Complete all parts of the grading sheet, putting a handlebar mustache for Salvador Dali in the upper right corner.  Place grading sheet on top of project and place in project in-box.
